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1. Authors Foreword
My curiosity in the genealogy of the Starbuck family name was aroused in the autumn of 1987 during a visit to Cape Cod in New England accompanied by my wife Heather. We were in Hyannis Port off the south coast of Cape Cod and some local people pointed out Nantucket to us and said we should take the local ferry and visit this island. They further explained that the family name of Starbuck had long been associated with this region, in particular with the Nantucket whaling industry of the 18th and 19th Centuries. Intrigued by the accounts we duly followed up the recommendation, and what we found was amazing.
 Heather and I soon discovered that the Starbuck name and the early whaling industry of Nantucket name were bonded and it was very encouraging to find the locals were very knowledgeable about these early Starbucks. There are records for the island going back to the mid 17th century with Edward Starbuck named as an early settler and among the first band of landowners. We soon discovered three conspicuously large houses on the town’s Main Street reportedly built by a Joseph Starbuck for his three sons named William, Matthew and George.  As a professional builder, I noticed at once the distinctive feature of these houses is that they are among the few early houses built of brick – and indeed, we were to find out later that this was a status symbol in those days.
Edward Starbuck (1604-1690) had originally immigrated to Dover in New Hampshire from Derbyshire, England in 1635 with his Welsh- born wife Catherine Reynolds. Dover - first settled by Europeans in 1623 and mainly populated by Puritans from Europe developed into a thriving settlement and Edward became a man of stature in this community. However as contemporary records indicate Edward was or became an Anabaptist and thus fell-foul of the overbearing Puritan governance, eventually precipitating his moving his family to Nantucket in 1648, which was a developing into a Quaker community. Edward again became a leading light in the community after purchasing a one-twentieth share of the land offered up for sale to 10 families and their partners.
A further development in this story occurred in 2009. The University Of Leicester Dept. Of Genetics invited me to participate in an academic study of rare English surnames. Utilizing DNA sampling, the ethnicity for families with rare names was under research to establish the likely origins and their connection with major historical events. The eventual outcome of this study was that the Starbuck name is likely to have originated with the Viking invasion of the British Isles when Norsemen settled in Northumberland in the 7th c. AD.
From these various sources, I have attempted to establish links between the Viking invaders of England, the Starbucks of Northumberland and the Starbucks of Nantucket suggesting perhaps a natural progression for seafaring entrepreneurs. In the process of this research, I discovered other interesting links to the Coffee trade both in the adoption of the Starbuck name and the Folger family who were also a founding family of the Nantucket settlers in the 17th c. AD.   
In summary, this work has evolved into a story of entrepreneurship rather than the straightforward genealogy that I set out to explore. It charts the progression of a particular breed of people who seek their fortune through capitalizing on technology and identifying opportunities to exploit. 
2. Origins of the Starbuck Name 

Leicester University conducted a program of research into the origins of selected rare British surnames in 2009 led by Professor Mark A. Jobling and Prof. Turi King within the Department of Genetics. Their methodology was to obtain genetic data from the DNA samples of specifically identified participants. These samples, employed to identify the most likely geographical origins for the participants revealed ethnicity and the congruence with historical records. The academic aims concentrated on mapping the distribution of people around the world at different times in history.
 In the northern hemisphere, the Norsemen, or Vikings as they are now popularly called were the master-mariners of their era around the 7th c. AD. They sailed vast distances by sea, almost certainly reaching the shores of North America nearly 800 years before the Columbus voyage of 1492. An extremely aggressive warrior culture gave them many conquests in a period termed the ‘Viking era’ but they had another aspect to their character, they were traders and farmers too, they formed settlements across many parts of the northern hemisphere world, Northern England included. 
3. The Derbyshire Starbucks
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In 2009, I was one of many individuals contacted by Leicester University because ‘Starbuck’ was on their study-list of rare British names. I agreed to participate in the study and to provide a sample of my own DNA. On completion of this research program, I received a detailed report and explanation of the findings from the University indicating the likely origins of my family name.  It had been determined from the DNA analysis that the origins were in a particular area of Scandinavia. My subsequent email exchanges with Prof. Mark Jobling and Prof. Turi King of Leicester University are included in Appendix 1. 
It was explained to me that individuals who share a common surname but are not currently close relatives could well have a common ancestor several hundred years ago. Forensic DNA typing enables the identification of these distant relatives through a component of human DNA termed the ‘Y’ chromosome. As in a surname, a son inherits this chromosome from his father and all men sharing the surname of a common ancestor will have this ‘Y’ chromosome in their DNA provided of course a legitimate lineage exists. 

4. Inherited Genes - Haplogroups
A Haplogroup classifies a genetic population of people sharing a common ancestor through their ‘Y’ chromosome. The university study team determined that the Haplogroup I belong to is the Ria group which is quite rare in Britain, only about 5% of the population have it in their DNA.

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The haplogroup Ria is most prevalent in Scandinavia particularly in Denmark and Norway. It is interesting to note that this haplogroup is also prominent in Eastern Europe

R1a is ‘Generally quite rare in Britain except in regions with strong Norse ancestry regarded as a signature of Norse Viking ancestry and common (26%) in Norway. It is also found at high frequencies in Central Europe and India.                        Source: Leicester University
Along with a copy of my ‘Y’ chromosome results, I received the following commentary:
‘Vikings and Norsemen from Scandinavia, comprising Demark, Norway and Sweden, arrived on the coast of North East England. They first arrived in their longboats across the North Sea to attack Lindisfarne Monastery in 793AD.
Again in 793AD they attacked Jarrow and then Tynemouth in 800AD. Within a relatively short period of  time they had settled, as proven by discovered archaeological artefacts and remaining place names’.
The ‘Viking age’ as it is termed, lasted from about 790 AD and ended abruptly in 1066 AD with the Norman invasion. The Vikings were a Scandinavian race possessing highly developed maritime skills with a mastery of the art of boat construction. Their ‘Longboats’ were constructed from ash cut into broad planks and laid using the clinker or lapstrake method of overlapping into a hull design  that produces an extremely flexible structure that allows the boats to withstand the stresses of ocean voyages. The Vikings had mastered the art of smelting iron-ore to produce the nails used in their ship building, they also hot-dipped the nails in oil to give a degree of resistance to salt water corrosion. 

With their shallow draught boats they sailed down the major European rivers and across the North Sea and these ‘Vikings’ were feared as ruthless raiders. During this era, they were pagans worshipping their own warlike Gods, attacking and destroying early Christian sites to plunder the buildings and massacre the monks. These warriors were not literate so their culture relied on the word-of-mouth transfer of knowledge mainly through their ‘sagas’ or great stories told around the campfire. The only attempt at physical records to be produced by these people are in a symbolic form called ‘runes’, however the monks who were often their victims recorded in written form the exploits of these raiders.

However, there was another aspect to these fierce Norsemen with evidence of their penchant for trading found in excavated sites across Europe, Britain and Iceland. In one significant find, a coin was excavated that had been minted with both Christian and runic symbols impressed on it, suggesting a level of integration between cultures and eventually the Vikings embraced Christianity.

Their accomplishments as sailors are legendary and these Vikings may have been the first Europeans to land on the shores of the North American continent. They navigated during ocean voyages by following the coastline where possible but they also sailed in open water for short distances. When out of site of land the Viking sailors were experts at reading the ‘extended landfall’ signs available to them such as seabird sightings, cloud formation and wind patterns. They were certainly capable of crossing stretches of open-sea lying between landmasses as they did to attack Britain.
According to the Icelandic sagas, Norsemen colonized Iceland and Greenland in the 9th century and modern day archaeological digs have uncovered their distinctive ‘longhouses’, more distinctively their furnaces for smelting iron ore have also been uncovered. 

Viking laws governing their settlements were well defined and rigorously applied, banishing miscreants by expulsion from the community. Viking sagas tell the story of Eric Thorvaldsson known as ‘Eric the Red’ who was expelled for three years from Iceland for unlawfully killing another man. Eric and his band of men left Iceland in their long-ships and sailed westward reportedly discovering Greenland, although the discovery is disputed he was without doubt the first European settler there. Eric’s heir Lief Ericson is reputed to be the first Viking to have landed on the North American coast at various points, one of which they called ‘Vinland’ for the wild grape vines they found there. Eventually they established a settlement on the island of Newfoundland, an archaeological dig at L’Anse aux Meadows in 1960 uncovered convincing evidence of Viking habitation. A long house foundation was uncovered and more strikingly a smelting furnace along with remnants of clinker with iron in it. The Viking ships were constructed using iron nails that were heat-treated in oil to make them less susceptible to rusting, thousands of nails were need to build and maintain a Viking longboat.           

Eventually, the raiders established settlements with York becoming their principal town in 873 A.D. and farming becoming the main source of food. Many place names around the U.K. betray their Viking origins such as Durham, Ormskirk, Newby and many more. 
5. The Starbuck Family Tree
In middle age Britain, the Starbuck name originally appeared most commonly in those counties where Vikings had gained control, Derbyshire was one of these counties. The name Starbuck is derived from the Norse description of a great river ‘Stor-Bokki’ and appears in the Domesday book of 1086 as ‘Starbok’. The village of Starbeck near Harrogate, originally named ‘Starbok’ is perhaps the origin of the Starbuck name.

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In 2007, I commissioned a professional genealogist to research my personal family history the direct male lineage is listed in Appendix 1. and extends back to William Starbuck (b.1608) of Shottle, Duffield. Through contact with Starbuck families in America who have traced their own lineages, we have established that William Starbuck had an elder brother Edward Starbuck (b.1604).  
6. The Starbucks of the New World
The early attempts by the Pilgrim Fathers in 1620 to establish a colony in Plymouth Mass. met with disaster as the execution of the endeavour was bereft of   effective planning and resources, consequently many Pilgrims starved to death.  Later expeditions mainly led by Dutch settlers learned from the harsh experiences of the pioneers and eventually succeeded to establish a community in New England. These later parties included artisans in their number whom possessed the necessary skills for building sustainable communities.

It is variously recorded that Edward Starbuck left his place of birth in Derbyshire in 1635 to settle in the New World and seek a new life with these early pilgrims, many of whom held Calvinist religious beliefs. They joined an established community in Dover Mass. records from the time indicate that he became a stalwart of the town. However, Edward’s early successes were overshadowed by the hard-line attitude of the Puritans who had already established themselves in the settlement eventually their intransigence led the stalwart Edward to move his family yet again - to Nantucket.  Anabaptists and Quakers held that the church should be distinct from the state. This view put them in conflict with the Puritan groups holding a contrary view and consequently the Puritan dominated communities isolated the Anabaptists and Quakers by passing laws against associating with them.
The following account of Edward’s trials at the hands of these Puritans is reproduced below from the provincial papers of the New Hampshire Historical Society:
 Edward Starbuck, was born in 1604, in Derbyshire and died February 4, 1690-91. He came to America about 1635, from Derbyshire, England, bringing with him his wife, Catherine. He settled in Dover, New Hampshire, where he is first mentioned, June 30, 1643, when he received a grant for forty acres of land on each side of the Fresh River at  Cutchechoe, and one plot of marsh above Cutchechoe Great Marsh. 

Richard Walderne, Edward  Colcord, Edward Starbuck, and William Furber." also  received other grants of land at different times, including one of the marsh in Great Bay in 1643, one of the mill privilege at Cutchechoe Falls (with Thomas Wiggin), and one of timber to ''accommodate" in 1650, and various others. He was one of the foremost settlers of Dover, a representative of the town in 1643 and 1646, and undoubted would have lived comfortably there until his death, honoured and respected by  his fellow townsmen, he had not embraced the Baptist faith. He was the owner of extensive properties, and was in all probability a man of substance as to possessions, as tradition says he was in born. Despite this, he fell in disrepute for daring to differ in faith from the intolerant Puritans of his day. "October 18, 1648 - The Court being informed of great misdemeanour Committed by Edward Starbuck of Dover with profession of Anabaptism for which he is to be proceeded against at the next Court of Assistants if evidence can be prepared by that time & it being very far for  witnesses to travel to Boston  at that season of the year. It is therefore ordered by this Court that the Secretary shall give Commission to Capt. Thomas Wiggan & Mr Edw. Smyth to send far such persons as they shall have notice of which are able to testify in the said cause & to take their testimony upon oath & certify the same to the secretary as soon as may be therein, if the cause shall so require.
Several families chose to relocate to Nantucket for the same reasons and this contemporary account clearly states the underlying reason for the exodus. 

THOMAS AND SARAH MACY and their five children arrived in the fall of 1659. Incidentally, J, Thomas Mayhew,Sr. and Thomas Macy were cousins. Accompanying the Macys from Salisbury [Essex County] in Massachusetts Bay) Colony were Edward Starbuck, Isaac Coleman, an orphan aged twelve years, and James Coffin, aged eighteen years. These were the pioneer settlers. Nothing is known of that historic voyage except that they stopped at Great Harbour (Edgartown) for comfort and further direction, and to take on one Dagget to pilot them on their voyage to (Maticat) Madaket. Macy was determined to relocate his homeland and to separate from his Salisbury associates and the tyranny of Puritan dress, custom, and clergy.
The circumstances underlying the emigrations to Nantucket as described in G. H. Folger's Muse:

"Our Pilgrim fathers forth were driven By persecution's rod.

And sought this isle among the waves.

Where they could worship God.

When Autumn's clouds lowered in the sky,

Old Thomas dared the sea,

With Edward nobly by his side,

They'd die or they'd be free.                     Nantucket Odyssey 1965
 Another contemporary account of this voyage:

The early Anabaptists were promoters of a Free Church and freedom of religion independent of the state along with the Quakers they were against war.  It is not to be wondered at that Edward Starbuck was quite ready to leave Dover, despite his advanced age, and his interest in and around the town. He was fifty-five years of age when he joined Thomas Macy in his voyage from Salisbury to Nantucket. They arrived at Nantucket in the autumn of 1659, and remained during the winter at the outskirts of the I sand, removing later to a more central location, now called Cambridge. In the spring of 1660, Edward Starbuck returned to  Dover for his family, all of whom returned with him except his daughters, Sarah Austin and Abigail Coffin. On his return to Nantucket he at once became active in official affairs, and was at one time magistrate. He died in Nantucket, February 4, 1690. He married Catherine Reynolds, a women of  Welsh parentage. Children, most of whom were born in England 1. Sarah, married three times in Dover, New Hampshire’.
Old Thomas and Edward are almost certainly Thomas Macy and Edward Starbuck who was by then aged 55yrs travelled together to Nantucket and became partners in buying shares in the settlement.
7. The Island of Nantucket

The island of Nantucket lies about 30 miles south of Cape Cod in the state of Massachusetts. It is colloquially known as ‘The Little Grey Lady of the Sea’.

The indigenous inhabitants were originally North American Indians the Wampanoag  and the name Nantucket derives from their language. 

At the beginning of the 17th. C. these native Americans numbered in the thousands due to the plentiful supply of food from agricultural activities such as corn and bean production. The Wampanoag had a matrilineal system in which women control property with hereditary status passed through the maternal line. Women elders would approve the selection of Chiefs or sachems and the men of the tribe concerned themselves with political dealings with other tribes, or warfare if this failed.

In 1615 a plague decimated the population for 4 years, probably smallpox or even leptospiriosis (Wiels Disease) , the decimation was such as to allow the British colonists to move in with relative ease. In 1675 war broke out between the settlers and the tribes because of  a raid by natives to steal cattle in Swansea.  The ensuing conflict called the ‘King Philip War’ after the sachem Metacom  who was given the name Phillip by the British legislators, resulted in the death of 40 percent of the remaining tribe including Metacom.  For the survivors, slavery in Bermuda and the West Indies for the men and women and children enslaved to the colonists of New England

Between 1640 and 1675 a new wave of settlers arrived continuing to force the natives Westward. The early Pilgrims had normally purchased land from the natives but these later puritans generally took what they wanted and the natives began to be integrated into the community mainly earning their living through fishing and trading with the whites.  Recurring epidemics of smallpox transmitted by the colonists continued to reduce the numbers of the indigenous population. The Puritan missionaries proposed a solution to the ‘Indian problem’  by converting the natives to Christianity and the converted were re​-housed in fourteen ‘praying towns’  where alcoholism took hold. 
8. The Nantucket Starbucks
Under British rule, William - Earl of Stirling deeded the island to Thomas Mayhew in 1641 and subsequently in 1659 Mayhew sold nine tenths of these shares to new arrivals on the island. The original ten purchasers included Thomas Macy and his partner Edward Starbuck who paid thirty pounds for the ninth share. Further shares were offered for sale later - to attract tradesmen skilled in weaving, milling, building and other trades. Settlement began to develop rapidly from 1659 and shipping began to arrive but the original harbour silted up forcing the settlers to dismantle their houses and relocate about 2 miles to the Northeast – the present location. 

Edward became a prominent citizen of Nantucket and it is recorded that 

he was representative in the General Court in 1643 and 1646 and an Elder in the church. His influence with the Indians was so great he was often called upon by the townspeople to mediate in matters of potential conflict. The Indians so respected Edward that the Sachems (leaders) gave him a deed of Coatue land as a ‘free and voluntary’ gift. He was by all accounts a man of commanding presence.

In 1835, Obed Macy wrote an account of an incident involving a whale in the pre-1672 colony; this whale entered the harbour and was pursued and killed by the settlers. The whale was described as a ‘scragg’, most likely a grey whale a species that was hunted by early New England whalers. This event reportedly triggered the birth of an industrial scale whaling industry in Nantucket that extended to the open seas in a fleet of fully rigged whaling ships. The importance of trade links with Britain influenced the decision of the Nantucketer’s to remain neutral at the outbreak of the American Revolution. This decision had ramifications for the island community after the declaration of independence that followed the defeat of the British. 

The principal product of the whaling industry was whale oil and in particular the oil taken from the head of the sperm whale this ‘headmatter’ was used in the highest quality candles and known as the ‘spermaceti candle. Cheaper candles made from lower grade oil burned with a smell and gave off a lower light level than that produced by candles made from sperm oil. George Washington and Benjamin Franklin both favoured the spermaceti candle for its superior quality of light.

Herman Melville wrote his now famous novel ‘Moby Dick’ having taken his inspiration from the first-hand experience of whaling at sea.  Melville used family names from Nantucket for some of his characters including Ahab and Starbuck. In Ch.14 he wrote:
‘Two thirds of this terraqueous globe are the Nantucketer’s. For the sea is his, he owns it, as emperors own empires’. 
The character of the Pequod’s mate is names as Starbuck and described by Melville as having a businessman like approach to whaling, Starbuck accepted the considerable risks of whaling but weighed these against the financial gain. He criticized the ire of Ahab in his quest for revenge against the white whale that had taken his leg.

9. ‘The Three Brothers’


Joseph Starbuck (1774-1861) did his best work on the books and the day-to-day management of his father’s business, he particularly excelled at the planning and execution of the business schedules. His father Thomas was initially surprised that his son had displayed no desire to go to sea, but as Joseph matured he realized that his son’s considerable talents were best utilized on shore.

Joseph married Sally Gardner in 1797 and had ten children three of whom died at a young age but the three brothers Matthew, George and William survived. While Joseph’s brothers went to sea hunting whale as the masters of their ships,
 Joseph concentrated on the shore operation concerned with turning whale oil into industrial products and his business thrived. In 1807 Joseph and Sally built the house of their dreams out of brick, houses built of brick in Nantucket in the 1830’s was a sign of success in business and wealth. Other ‘founding families such as the Folgers and the Coffins had built imposing brick houses in Main St. the most prominent location in the town. 

 In 1883 Joseph brought his sons into his business under the name Joseph Starbuck and Sons and about this time he contracted for a new whale-ship to be built in Old Rochester, he named the ship ‘The Three Brothers’. In his book with the title ‘Three Bricks and Three Brothers - The Story of the Nantucket Whale Oil Merchant Joseph Starbuck’ Will Gardner writes:

‘Joseph sat in the sun while the ship came in…he could see Matthew and George in their trim clothes and tall hats standing at the end of the wharf where the ship would tie up. William was there with them. The hum of the talk, the whistles and calls, the slow moving ship with her fluttering flags – and in the foreground on the wharf the black greasy casks of oil, all stirred him deeply. This was Starbuck success. The blue-and-white barred flags said more to him than anyone knew.’
Joseph died on March 9. 1861, with his whole family by his bedside including Matthew, George and William, his last whispered words were distinctly heard to be ‘Three Brothers’.

10.  The Starbuck Whaling Fleet - The "Tillie E. Starbuck"
This vessel was the first full-rigged ship ever built of iron in the United States. She was launched on April 14, 1883.

 The Tillie E. Starbuck was 0wned until the end of the nineties by  W H. Starbuck ... She could not, however, compare as regards speed with many of the wooden ships of her size and date.
 After being owned by Luckenbach for a year or two at the beginning of the twentieth century, the Tillie E. Starbuck came under the control of Welch Co. of San Francisco.
 In 1905 she got badly ashore and had to have a number of new plates put into her bottom by the Union Iron Works at San Francisco.
The Tillie E. Starbuck was lost off the Horn whilst bound out to Honolulu from New York in 1907 ".

In a survey of mercantile house flags J.L. Loughran (1979) published a definitive record of Nantucket Whale Flags and there is one labelled ‘Starbuck’ There are three others having clear Starbuck connections that are white and mid-blue in colour
They are Levi Starbuck, Eliz Starbuck and The Three Brothers and it is possible that further research would confirm others connected to the 'Starbucks'. J L

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11.The Decline of Whaling in Nantucket

The whaling industry of Nantucket was in sharp decline by about 1850.

The silting up of the harbor and a devastating fire on July 13,1846 that burned down 40 acres of the town drove away a large number of inhabitants. New Bedford became the new centre of the whaling industry benefitting from a deep-water port and a railroad connection for the transportation of whale oil. The final blow to Nantucket came during the American Civil War when the Confederate Navy sank many of the whaling vessels.

The importance of whale oil as fuel for oil lamps was eclipsed by the discovery of kerosene by Abraham Gesner (1797-1864) eventually to be produced cheaply from petroleum. The discovery of the Drake Well in Pennsylvania in 1859 opened up a vast industry for oil wells and a plentiful supply of cheap kerosene. The transition of lamp fuel from whale oil to Kerosene is on display at the Henry Ford museum in Detroit where the exhibition includes lamps used in the Ford offices.      [image: image8.png]

The economic importance of the whaling industry era is now likened to the modern mineral oil industry and these entrepreneurs of the 17th and early 18th centuries were the equivalent of the latter day oil magnates. Edward Starbuck and his relations were instrumental in the founding of the whaling industry based in Nantucket. This was part of a wider whaling industry stretching eastward along the coast of North America; it was one of the largest whaling operations in the world. Other large operations were located in Nova Scotia and the surrounding area, Brest in Northern France and Milford Haven in South Wales are also mentioned as an important area but it is likely that the lack of railway connections and limits on the development of the harbour restricted growth.
The established prosperity of this industry was later severely affected by Edward Drake’s invention of the oil-drilling rig in Titusville, Pennsylvania in 1859. This facilitated the cost effective extraction and consequently more competitively priced petroleum, easily and cheaply converted to Kerosene particularly for use in lighting lamps replacing whale oil. 
Nantucket Island was left isolated until the mid 1950’s when property developers bought up large sections of the island to create up-market residences for the wealthy. Nantucket is now the wealthiest county in the United States.

12. The Nantucket Whalers of Milford Haven
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Sir William presented a portrait of Nelson by artist Leonardo Guzzardi to the hotel, it was subsequently relocated to Admiralty House in London. The scar above Nelson’s right eye is clearly visible as possibly the strain of his many years at sea.

‘Starbuck Road’ in Milford Haven is named after one of the Quaker whaling families from America who were brought to Milford by Charles Francis Greville nephew of landowner Sir William Hamilton, as part of his plans to develop the town in the late 18th century. Greville had decided to create a whaling industry in Milford Haven he began negotiations with the whalers of Nantucket for them to relocate to South Wales. The town and port of Nantucket was at that time the centre of the American whaling industry, Quaker families had originally formed the backbone of this industry, but due to their neutrality, prospects were adversely affected by the outcome of the War of Independence. When the fighting ended in 1783 with victory for the colonialists many Nantucket families began to look for new opportunities.

Originally three families agreed to go to Milford initially - the Folgers; the Rotchs and their cousins the Starbucks, they presented Greville with a list of their requirements for suitable docks and quays to be constructed. They also requested land for a Quaker Meeting House with burial ground and housing. Some arrived in Milford in 1792 but it took until the end of the decade for the Rotch family to join them when the building of the town finally began. The street plan adopted the American grid system and many of the fine buildings erected at this time remain. The architectural style of the buildings echoes those previously built in New England and the grey shingle-clad houses were described by contemporaries as:
 ’substantial, if somewhat austere, staring boldly out to sea, in keeping with the style and location of their (original houses’.
Daniel and Samuel Starbuck Jr. built their houses on ‘Front Street’ on either side of what is now Dartmouth Street named after their last homeport. However, the Act of Parliament that was required to enable Greville to commence works was delayed and by the time it was granted in 1790 Benjamin Rotch had already moved to Dunkirk to manage his father's business and the Starbucks and Folgers had also embarked to Dartmouth, Nova Scotia.
Built in Hamilton Terrace in 1797 the home of the then surgeon to the whaling fleet is now the ‘Belhaven House Hotel’. Other street names recall more whaling families such as the Bunkers. The Quaker built ‘Friends Meeting House’ in Priory Road was built in 1811 and this period of the town's history is captured in the ‘Milford Friends’ panel in the Quaker Tapestry project - completed in 1996. There is even a restaurant in town called ‘Martha’s Vineyard’.

13.  Starbuck - American Coats of Arms 
Taken from ‘Foy and Allied Families’  

Notes on Family Crests

 “There are differences between the British system and the American system. In Britain the creation and use of heraldry is strictly controlled and has to be approved by the College of Arms. The American system   is less formal and was not clearly understood by the British administrators I consulted but an enquiry to Philip Davies at the British Museum, London proved helpful in leading to further information from Anna Girvan of the US Embassy, London as follows:

 In the United States there is no heraldic regulation, and citizens are legally free to adopt whatever arms they wish, while there are no legal restrictions on assuming arms there are however ethical and moral ones. Prior to assuming arms the potential armiger should first find out whether or not a proposed  design already belongs to someone else either currently or in the past. A coat of arms is a graphic representation of the identity of its bearer and to adopt another’s arms intentionally or negligently could be considered as the moral equivalent of identity theft.  While there is less risk of legal consequences in the United States as in some other countries it can be considered morally wrong.

Simply having the same last name as others does not entitle the adoption and use these arms and normally it should be provable there is a direct line of descent from the original armiger to the potential armiger. 
Without evidence of the descent from the original armiger or obtaining their explicit permission, it would be dishonest, disrespectful and misleading for someone to use the original person's arms as their own. Instead, the person who wants arms of his or her own should design new arms to represent himself and his descendants. There are many organizations that Americans can use to assist them in this process."

Starbuck Arms -Argent, a pale gules, bordered azure, between four stars of six points each, of the third.

The surname Starbuck, according to Lower, quoting Ferguson, is derived from the old Norse, with the fallowing explanation: In the Old Norse, "bokki" means Vir grandis, corpora et animo.  Hence "Storbock i" from ''Store, great, vir,imperious". 
The name means literal ''great man or leader' and is first found in English records in the poll take far the West Riding of Yorkshire, in the year 1379.

14.  BENJAMIN FRANKLIN AND NANTUCKET ISLAND
Franklin’s family name on his Mother's side was Folger that are recorded along with the Starbucks as one of the founding families of Nantucket. Together with his cousin Timothy Folger he created charts of the ‘Gulf Stream’, the existence of this warm water current had been identified as early as 1513 when the European sailor Ponce de Leon landed in Florida and noticed on his return journey that his ship was driven to the North despite the prevailing wind. 
The Spanish used the Eastern leg of the current for many years when sailing from Spain to the Gulf of Mexico but kept its existence secret from other countries. In the 18th century, the whaling captains of Nantucket were certainly aware of this current although they had not charted its course. Whales tended to shun this warmer current, a fact known to the local navigators. In c.1735, a sea captain by the name of Walter Haxton who was shipping tobacco from Maryland to London drew the first large-scale mariners chart identifying the course of the current.

In 1737, Franklin was appointed as the postmaster of Philadelphia by the British Crown and had a long and distinguished career in this service. He eventually served as the joint postmaster general for Britain and its colonies until dismissed in 1774, for being too sympathetic to the American revolutionary cause. In 1769/70, Franklin and Folger plotted the course of the Gulf Stream and distributed the charts to British captains and making its existence public knowledge. He did this so that the mail-packets from Britain could avoid sailing against the current with the crossing time being reduced by almost two weeks thus improving the mail service. Franklin gave the current the name ‘The Gulf Stream’ and he subsequently took temperature measurements along its easterly course noting that the stream was warmer than the surrounding waters. The beneficial effects of this warmer water is profoundly felt on the north-west side of the British Isles and is currently the subject of much concern from scientists studying the effects of climate change.             

Franklin lived for nearly sixteen years between 1757 and 1775 in London at 36 Craven Street now restored as the Benjamin Franklin House Museum and is the only remaining Franklin residence in existence throughout the world. 
15. Folgers Coffee

After the great fire that destroyed much of Nantucket in 1846 many of the residents left the island to seek fortunes elsewhere. This was the era of the Gold Rush and a fourteen-year-old James Folger and two of his brothers travelled to San Francisco in 1850 where James got a job while his brothers left for the mines.

James Folger Snr 1835 – 1889

James started his job with the Pioneer Steam Coffee and spice Mills eventually becoming a full partner in 1854, but when the economy collapsed following the civil War James refinanced the company bought out his fellow partners and renamed it J.A. Folger & Co.

The concept of ‘cup tasting’ to grade the beans was a new technique and James adopted it, sampling the beans to identify the best flavours James identified that ‘Mountain Grown’ beans were superior in both taste and aroma. In 1889, James passed away and the business was taken over by his son James Folger II who had been schooled by his father to put a good reputation before profit. Folgers was the only coffee business to survive the earthquake and consequent fire of 1906, the company supplied free coffee to the citizens during the rebuilding program for the city.

In 2005 the Folger plant in New Orleans was severely damaged by hurricane Katrina and set up temporary housing in the grounds of the factory for workers who had lost their properties. When the plant re-opened it was the first major industrial operation to return to full service following the hurricane.

16.   Starbucks Coffee

Am I related to the Seattle-based international chain of coffee-shop business?  No, in fact there is no direct relationship to any of the Starbuck clans. Starbucks the brand was borrowed from Herman Melville (1851) the author of Moby Dick (The Whale). Melville used authentic family names for his characters taken from some of the Whaling families of Nantucket – Ahab and Starbuck among them. Melville describes the chief mate of the ship the Pequod as:
‘The chief mate is a 30 year old Starbuck, a Nantucket Quaker with a realistic mentality’.
As portrayed in the book, Starbuck is a sober, business-minded, shrewd and purposeful man who is prepared to balance the high risks associated with whaling against the financial reward. This description fits Joseph Starbuck very well and Melville would certainly have known of or perhaps even met Joseph as they were contemporaries in Nantucket around 1842 – 1843.
How Starbucks came to use the Starbuck name is recorded in ‘Pour Your Heart Out’, (1997) a book by Howard Schultz on the history of Starbucks. Schultz records that two friends started 'Starbucks' in Seattle and wanted an exciting name to promote its coffee by invoking the romance of coffee trading across continents under sail on the oceans. In 2008 in an interview with the Seattle Weekly Gordon Bowker one of the co-founders stated that there was no link between ‘Moby Dick’ and coffee as far as he was aware. However, Melville named his book after a real life white whale named ‘Mocha Dick’ and ‘Mocha’ is a brand of Arabian coffee. Reportedly, the founders came across a 16th century Norse woodcut of a Viking Siren with two tails and adopted it to suggest the seduction of coffee, however this is an unlikely tale as the ‘Norse’ had long since departed history. 

However, it is poignant that Leicester University’s later research using DNA to link the Starbuck name to the ancient Norsemen revealed a remarkable coincidence in the choice of the Starbuck name as the company wished to associate itself with the seafaring history of coffee. 
17.  Conclusions
This odyssey of discovery has taken nearly 20 years to complete and through the Starbuck name has drawn together three main threads, the seafaring Norsemen or ‘Vikings’ as they are popularly known, the whaling industry of Nantucket and the establishment of the Coffee industry in America. Whether or not William Starbuck of Shottle and Edward Starbuck of Draycott, Derbyshire were related is yet to be firmly established. However, given their uncommon name and living only 17 miles apart c.1604 it is a distinct possibility. DNA samples from the Starbucks of North America may prove conclusive in establishing a direct family link and this is research is currently in progress.    
Perhaps it is not surprising that Edward Starbuck undertook the hazardous crossing to America in 1635 to seek his fortune in the New World if his ancestry was indeed Viking in origin. What is perhaps more poignant is that he gave up everything for a second time in the defence of his staunch religious beliefs; it is uncertain what these beliefs were prior to adopting the Anabaptist doctrine around 1648. What is clear is that he had both the courage of his convictions and the entrepreneurial drive to relocate his family yet again from Dover to Nantucket.  A testament to Edward Starbuck’s personal qualities is the fact that again he rapidly became a man of substance, earning the respect of his peers in Nantucket.  

The growth and success of the whaling industry would have been dependent upon highly developed maritime skills and perhaps Viking ancestry played its part in this endeavour. When this industry declined in Nantucket some of the Starbucks again crossed the Atlantic in an entrepreneurial spirit to attempt the establishment of a whaling industry in South Wales and subsequently journeyed back to America when this failed to materialise.

I have included the account of Benjamin Franklin’s association with Nantucket, he is  regarded as one of the great men of history as one of the founding fathers of the American republic, his relatives would certainly have been contemporaries of the early Nantucket Starbucks. The account of Franklin’s charting of the Gulf Stream suggests that he would have consulted with the master mariners of the region and it is a tantalizing thought that Starbucks may have been among them. Alas, their association with the famous man did not save them from retribution as during the insurrection they chose not to actively support the colonial army against the British. 
The third element of this study is the connection to the Coffee industry both past and present but starting in the mid 1800’s and coinciding with the decline of the whaling industry. Some of the Folger family related to Benjamin Franklin sought new fortunes on the mainland and eventually became very successful traders in coffee. There is some evidence to show that the Folgers also originated from the Derbyshire region of England, Peter Folger arrived in New England in 1635, and the original family name of  Fulchere has its roots in the Norman conquest of England in 1066. It is interesting to note that the Normans were also largely descendents of the Vikings.
As intrepid explorers and able to exploit the technology of the time this breed of people had a natural talent for business and trade. When one business cycle ended, they capitalized on technology to create new opportunities for themselves evolving from conquers to traders, settlers and farmers. In today’s terms they would be described as entrepreneurs.  

  About The Author
Peter Starbuck was born in Birmingham in 1936. He qualified as a quantity surveyor after completing his National Service in the Royal Engineers based in Hamelin, Germany from1959 to July 1961. The Berlin Wall was built a month later in August. It was during this time in Germany he became involved in voluntary work that he has continued to develop throughout his professional career

Returning to civilian life, he continued his career with an international contractor in civil construction and further qualified in building management and general management.

Peter relocated to the rural West Midlands in 1963 to manage the business of a  local building contractor and house-builder. With partners he created his own construction, training and house building business in 1966, which was sold in 1987.  This was the first of his many entrepreneurial ventures and in 1974; he became aware of the written works of Peter Drucker after reading Drucker's Magnum Opus; 'Management Tasks, Responsibilities, Practices'. Drucker's ideas significantly influenced his thinking and many of these he found could be practically employed in his business. Not only did he find Drucker's ideas applicable to his business but also to the public and charitable organisations that he was involved with in education, health, social housing, training and the water industry.

He discerned that in public, private and voluntary sector organisations if they applied Drucker's ideas the chances of success increased, while in contrast if they did not they often struggled or eventually failed. He promised himself that if ever he found the time he would study Drucker's work to identify the essential messages to convey to young managers in the early stages of their management development to enhance their chances of developing successful careers. 

In 1992, Peter’s interests changed from production related business to intellectual development and he was able to adapt his workload to devoting half of his time to studying the works of Drucker and other key management thinkers. However, he did not anticipate that his studies would become formalised in the form of a doctoral thesis on the Genesis of Drucker’s Ideas.  The outcome is that he is now accepted an acknowledged expert on the works of Drucker and lectures on the subject in his capacity as a visiting professor.  
Peter holds fellowships with the Royal Institute of Chartered Surveyors; the Chartered Institute of Building and the Chartered Management Institute and has been awarded a Doctorate of Philosophy from the Open University Business School. What is Peter’s relationship to the 'Starbucks Coffee' chain? is a question he is often asked. The name ‘Starbucks’ was derived from a character in the novel ‘Moby Dick’ by Herman Melville and he took it from the Starbucks of Nantucket the renowned whalers. 
Peter is a founding visiting Professor at the University of Shrewsbury that is located close to Darwin’s home. He has donated his library of collected works on management to the new University Centre dedicating it to the memory of Peter Drucker. The extensive collection of management works includes a complete collection of Ducker’s published books.

Routine forensic DNA typing allows the identification of close rela-
tives. However, people who share a surname may not be close rela-
tives: indeed, they may share a common ancestor several hundred
years ago. Fortunately, there is a piece of our DNA which allows us to
trace our same-surnamed relatives, however distantly related. This
piece of our DNA is the Y chromosome which, just like a surname, is
inherited from father to son. All men who share a surname through
a common ancestor can therefore, barring any surname changes or
illegitimacy, both of which would result in a different Y chromosome
type becoming associated with the surname, be expected to share
the same Y chromosome type.
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[image: image15.png]Finer-scale differentiating of Y chromosome types within these hap-
logroups can be carried out and three groups still remain but with
two individuals within RIb not being closely related to each other or
the main R1b group. There are a number of possible explanations
for this: it could simply be because these represent other Starbuck
lineages but by chance these lineages were not sampled enough to
find other relatives, or they represent the sole survivors of other lin-
eages, or they may be the descendants of a distant historical illegiti-
macy or adoption. Unfortunately DNA is unable to provide us with
the answer, but genealogical research may well be able to tell us
which explanation is the right one.
